1. For safe transportation the wall brackets have been attached to the unit upside down. To attach the 
shelving unit to the wall firstly unscrew the screws holding the brackets unsing a Posidrive screwdriver.

2. Turn the brackets around so the flange is pointing up and reattach the using the screws keeping them 
slightly loose. Slide the brackets along the slot until it meets the wall. Tighten the screws.
