Sorrento assembly instructions

|. Carefully turn the sofa or chair on to its front.

2. Position one set of Sorrento legs (A) on one side of the sofa ensuring angled leg is at the back. Push the
legs onto the side of the sofa ensuring the bolts line with with the corresponding holes.
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3. Unzip the lining on the base of the upholstery. Place a washer (E) and hex nut (F) onto the bolt of the back
leg and tighten clockwise by hand. Repeat with the front leg.

4. Take the 2 of the M8 connector bolts (D) and insert into the underside of the arm as shown. Tighten using
the bolts using the allen key (C).

5. Returning to the inside of the sofa, tighten each hex nut (F) with the spanner provided (B).

OPTIONAL STEP: If you have hard floors you may wish to attach the self adhesive felt pads provided on the
feet. Simply remove the backing and attach to each of the feet.

6. Carefully turn the upholstery over onto the legs and position as required.
