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1. Carefully unpack the table top (1) and legs (2) and lay on a carpeted floor or blanket to protect from 
scratching. The centre leaf is already in place.

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3. Using the allen key (B) fix the bolts. Repeat with the other 3 legs.

4. Carefully turn table the right way over.

2. Take one leg assembly and align 4 bolts (A) and holes as shown below ensuring that the bracket cut out is 
also aligned.
